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By the end of January 2011, Heritage of Faith ~ Vision 
of Hope documented 52,513 gifts and pledges for a to-
tal of $220,761,256, or 110% of the original goal, aver-
aging an incredible $22,000,000 each quarter!  Bishop 
Senior remarks, “It has been a distinct honor and priv-
ilege to work alongside the dedicated pastors and lay 
persons who served tirelessly on our leadership and 
parish committees to exceed our ambitious goal.” 

More than three years after its launch, active campaign-
ing has concluded and the fi rst collected funds, over 
$63,000,000, have already been distributed to more than 
200 parishes and many vital programs.  Through count-
less answered prayers, parishes such as Mary, Mother 
of the Redeemer in North Wales and Immaculate Heart 

of Mary in Roxborough have begun to strengthen their 
communities by addressing capital improvements 

such as replacing all rectory windows and install-
ing a heating and air conditioning system in the  

church.  Additionally, Catholic Social Ser-
vices has started to use its funds to im-

prove programs that 
support those men, 
women and chil-
dren most in need.  
The foster care and 
adoption programs, 
for example, will be 
moved from cen-
ter city Philadelphia 
to Casa del Car-
men, a longstand-
ing CSS family ser-
vice center in North Philadelphia.  This new location will 
allow for the centralization of family services, providing 
families with easier access to daycare, parenting class-
es and related assistance. 

As shown in the chart above, funds collected through 
Heritage of Faith ~ Vision of Hope will be disbursed to 
support local parish priorities, capital projects, endow-
ments and funds that enable our Church to carry out her 
charitable mission.  Due to the protected nature of the 
Heritage of Faith ~ Vision of Hope 501(c)(3), collected 
funds may only be used for items specifi cally delineated 
in the case statement. 

For years to come, the fulfi llment of campaign commit-
ments will transform our future by helping to address the 
Church’s most pressing needs and promising opportu-
nities.  “With prayerful gratitude, I would like to acknowl-
edge all those who contributed their time, talent and 
treasure to Heritage of Faith ~ Vision of Hope.  Dur-
ing this season of Lent, one of penance, conversion and 
reconciliation, I thank you for your generosity, which, 
along with God’s mercy and grace, will serve to fortify 
our Church for generations,” said Cardinal Rigali.
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On January 3, 2011, a new Offi ce for Stew-
ardship and Development (OSD) was cre-
ated as one of the fundamental initiatives 
that will support the implementation of Car-
dinal Rigali’s October pastoral letter, “Called 
to Conversion and Holiness.”  Following the 
tremendous conclusion of Heritage of Faith 
~ Vision of Hope, this new offi ce will work 
diligently to meet the most pressing needs 
and promising opportunities of our Church. 
According to Bishop Senior, “It is critical to 
the mission of our Church to effectively le-
verage the success of the Campaign and to 
maintain the momentum that the Campaign 
has generated.”

Over the last two months, Msgr. 
Francis Beach, recently ap-
pointed the Cardinal’s Delegate 
for Stewardship and Develop-
ment, and OSD staff have been 
meeting with key leaders in 
stewardship and development 
from Boston College, Drexel 
University, Notre Dame, Saint 
Joseph’s and Villanova, as well 
as the Archdioceses of Balti-
more, Boston and New York.  
“The purpose for these immer-
sion experiences is to begin to 
build bridges and to learn best 
practices from each institution 
as we shape a unique funding 
model for Philadelphia,” said 
Msgr. Beach. 

The OSD has also begun a na-
tional search for a new Execu-

tive Director and the formation of an Advisory 
Council.  The fi rst task for the OSD Advisory 
Council will be to assist Cardinal Rigali and 
his directing staff in creating the vision and 
strategy for all aspects of stewardship and 
development throughout our Church.  

When the OSD is fully staffed, it will be a 
resource for all parishes and Archdiocesan 
programs in the areas of stewardship, de-
velopment and fundraising. Additionally, the 
new offi ce intends to serve as a bridge to 
support the various Catholic philanthropic 
groups throughout the Church. 

Jim Delaney, who will serve as Vice Chair 

for the new OSD Advisory Council, notes, “I 
am grateful and excited for the opportunity 
to assist this Offi ce in creating a compre-
hensive vision and strategic plan for stew-
ardship and philanthropy.”

As a 501(c)(3) charitable organization, 
Heritage of Faith ~ Vision of Hope 
provides security for donor intentions.  

501(c)(3) is a section of the United 
States Internal Revenue Code which 
identifi es a tax-exempt, nonprofi t 
corporation or association formed 
for charitable purposes.  A 501(c)(3) 
was created for all future Heritage of 
Faith ~ Vision of Hope funds.  As an 
independent charitable organization, 
these funds are protected, governed 
by a Board of Directors and remain 
separate and distinct from all other 
Archdiocesan funds and accounts.  
Like all registered charitable organi-
zations, Heritage of Faith ~ Vision 
of Hope has its own articles of incor-

poration and by-laws, undergoes an 
independent audit and must practice 
transparent accounting. 

“As a devout Catholic, donor and 
member of the Board of Directors, 
I believe it is so important to uphold 
the integrity of these funds by prac-
ticing true accountability and trans-
parency,” said Jim Maguire.  With 
the establishment of this charitable 
organization – EIN# 27-0418606 – all 
monies deposited into Heritage of 
Faith ~ Vision of Hope must be used 
exclusively for the needs outlined in 
the case statement. 

In early 2010, the Heritage of Faith 
~ Vision of Hope Board of Directors 

began holding regular executive and 
sub-committee meetings.  Sub-com-
mittees include the Finance and Audit 
Committee, the Investment Commit-
tee and the Nominating Committee.  
Offering oversight for all funds depos-
ited into Heritage of Faith ~ Vision 
of Hope, the Board of Directors will 
make certain that all donated mon-
ies are directed toward the campaign 
case elements. Additionally, the 
Board will offer advice on the stew-
ardship of endowed funds.
